If you enjoy greek mythology, folklore, Thor, Hellboy, Sandman, or even 

architecture and urban development, then you might enjoy Main Street 

Mythology. 

IS MAIN STREET MYTHOLOGY FOR KIDS? 
Main Street Mythology maintains a Clean rating and was intentionally created for 

audiences of all ages. However, there are adult themes such as death and family 

conflicts. 
 
Parents may wish to listen to the first episode to get a feel for whether the 

material is appropriate for their children. 



TRIGGER WARNINGS 
Fantasy violence is present in the series, however, there is no detailed descriptions of the 

violence.  

Though the show was inspired by greek mythology, there is no mentions of rape, 

bestiality, abductions, or torture.
