WHAT IS NEWTON’S DARK ROOM? 
A fictional artist collective that creates content across a variety of mediums, including 

podcasts, music, paintings, and more. 

Members include Crash, the Cosmic Crackshot, a marble-playing space being; AI 4-82, a 

vintage artificial intelligence; and Sophie Rivera and the Church of the False Morning 
Sun, a post-ancient cult that doubles as a film crew. 

WHAT IS NEWTON’S DARK ROOM PRESENTS? 
The primary podcast feed for the audio dramas the group creates as well as the 

escapades of the members themselves. This feed contains various sub-shows: 

• Broadcast - Monthly updates from the members of NDR. 

• Member Spotlight - Deep dives into the histories of specific members. 

• Main Street Mythology - Urban life told through myths of a modern pantheon. Our first 

featured project. 

These shows can be listened to independently of each other, but each offers a deeper 

understanding and contextualization of the rest. 

WILL I LIKE NEWTON’S DARK ROOM PRESENTS? 
Though there is a wide variety of content, they all share many of the same themes. This 

includes playful absurdism, exploration, fascination with modern life, and expression.

IS NEWTON’S DARK ROOM PRESENTS FOR KIDS? 

Newton’s Dark Room Presents was largely inspired by children’s literature and strives to 
remain kid friendly. However, there are references to more complex topics such as real 

estate development, social movements, and organizational troubles.

whether the show is a good fit for their children. 

TRIGGER WARNINGS 

Episodes contain some graphic moments such as the brief descriptions of scars, 
mythological combat, or animals eating after a hunt. 

Some episodes also deal with the loss of a family member or pet. 

RELEASE SCHEDULE 
Broadcast episodes are released the 4th Monday of every month in between larger 

projects. 

Member Spotlights and Featured Projects are scheduled on a case by case basis. For 

example, Main Street Mythology will release new episodes every Thursday in May.
